You pull up to an intersection on your motorcycle. The light is red. You notice the cutouts in
the pavement. This is one of those intersections where the changing of the lights is traffic
actuated dthe mass of the vehicle trips the signal to change. The sensor at this intersection
IS not detecting your motorcycle. You try cutting the corner of the cutout; you try rocking back
and forth. You consider putting your sidestand dowhnot exactly a safe thing to do at an in-
tersection. You hope someone will pull up behind you and actuate the signal for you. You
consider running the red light and risking a ticket. You sit and wait and wait and wait. Sound
familiar?

As of January 1, 2012, the wait is over. Public Act 09627 (House Bill 2860) was enacted
and the lllinios Vehicle Code was amended. Portions of the bill pertaining to motorcyclists
read as follows:

A county, or a municipality with less than 2,000,000 inhabitants, including a home rule
county or municipality, may not use an automated traffic law enforcement system to issue
violations in instances where a motorcyclist enters antersection against a red signal indi-
cation when the red signal fails to change to a green signal within a reasonable period of
time because of a signal malfunction or because the signal has failed to detect the arrival of
the motorcycle due to the motorcycle's size or weight.

In municipalities with less than 2,000,000inhabitants, after stopping as required by para-
graph 1 or 2 of this subsection, the driver of a motorcycle or bicyclacing a steady red sig-
nal which fails to change to a greersignal within a reasonable period of time because of

a signal malfunction or because the signal has failed to detect the arrival of the motorcycle
or bicycle due to the vehicle's size or weight, shall have the right to proceed, after yielding
the right of way to oncoming traffic facing green signal, subject to the rules applicable after
making a stop at a stop sign as required by Section 31204 of this Code.

Pl ease remember to use caution when taki ng
mean you have permission to run red lights at will. You have to wait; you have to yield to on-
coming traffic facing a green signal. At intersections with left turn lanes, the turn arrow for
oncoming traffic will not be visible to you. Make sure the intersection is clear before pro-
ceeding. You dondt want to have an encount
scan aheadd is oncoming traffic coming over a hill? What is the speed limit? Is it safe to
proceed? Keep in mind the time of day and traffic conditions. There may be intersections
were it would be risky to proceed through the red during heavy traffic times, but not a prob-
lem early in the morning or late at night. There may be times were the safest thing to do is to
wait for that bigger vehicle to pull up be
rul e your good judgment. Remember safety

Honda recalls 126,000 Gold Wings for brake problem
American Honda s recalling certain 20010-2010 and 2012

Under certain conditions, the
ondary master cylinder may cause the rear brake to drag. Unex-
pected braking increases the risk of a crash, and riding the mo-
torcycle with the rear brake dragging may generate enough heat
to cause the rear brake to catch fire.
Honda will notify owners, and dealers will inspect the secondary master cylinder and, if neces-
sary, replace it for free. The recall is expected to begin on or about Jan. 4. Owners may contac
Honda customer service at 8884-1870.
In addition the governmeistributed recall notice, American Honda has issued a press release
that explains the problem in more detail:
The compensating port hole inside the secondary master cylinder (part of the cebrailkied
system) can become blocked due to (1) stacking of tolerances in manufacturing and (2) sufficic
swelling of the primary pressure cup inside the master cylinder. If the compensating port hole
becomes completely blocked, the rear wheel brake caliper can drag after the rider releases the
brake input. If this occurs, the rear brake temperature and pressure progressively increase.
Honda says dealers will immediately receive a transmittal of complete repair instructions. Re-
placement secondary master cylinders in the U.S. will initially be made available through Amer
can Hondaods dealer technical support hotli
mail letters to all registered owners, and also post a copy of the letienan
ersports.honda.comTarget dates for website posting are before the end of December, and mai
receipt by registered customers should occur before the end of January, the company says.
